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The Forest Sings at Night
Program

Titled The Forest Sings at Night and curated by Milena Hegsberg and Filipa Ramos,
this year’s edition of the Art & Words Festival brings to the unique setting of Wanas
Konst writers, artists, and musicians to celebrate the night as a unique and fragile
host of biodiversity and to reflect on the importance of darkness as an essential con-
dition for the preservation of nocturnal habitats.

The Festival hosts talks, walks, workshops, and live performances in which science,
art, and ecology praise darkness. Conceived by Milena Hggsberg, former Artistic
Director of Wanas Konst, and art and ecology writer Filipa Ramos, the festival
combines their mutual interests and expertise in fostering environmental practices,
outdoors artistic creations and sound expressions. Stimulating the senses and the
intellect, the festival will bring together national and international contributors.

Swedish zoologist and bestselling author of The Darkness Manifesto, Johan EkIof,
will share his research on the importance of darkness for nocturnal animals. Artist
Lea Porsager will create a séance in collaboration with Icelandic musician Hugrin
Fjola Hafsteinsdéttir that proposes an energetic connection between the world’s
darkness, the cosmos, and the self. Artist Tue Greenfort will present Dark Lab, a
creative workshop that invites participants to experiment with sustainable light,
materials, and agriculture. Artist Jana Winderen will give a live performance of rarely
heard sounds of wildlife, while artist Katja Aglert will take participants on a sensory
forest walk that embraces darkness through more-than-human perspectives.

Wanas sculpture park collection and this year’s program will be on view, including
Atang Tshikare’s work Puruma in the sculpture park, Yuyan Wang’s video installa-
tion Green Grey Black Brown, Evan Ifekoya’s transformation of a historic tea pavilion,
Apo Ifa For the High Heart and Warrior Spirit, and the archive exhibition EVERYTHING
IS ALWAYS SOMEHOW CONNECTED, exploring Jason Rhoades’ work Frigidaire
(Cold Wind) at Wanas.

About the Wanas Art & Words Festival: The Art & Words Festival, initiated in 2023,
takes place every Autumn, at Wanas Konst, Knislinge, in Southern Sweden. The
festival is dedicated to literature and ideas related to ecology and more-than-human
worlds and kinships that inspire contemporary artists. For every edition, the festival
commissions and hosts performances, talks, walks, workshops, and outdoor gather-
ings around a specific theme.

Penumbra Tales

Meet the Artist & Creative Workshop:
Tue Greenfort Dark Lab

Inviting participants on a forest walk
through the Sculpture Park, artist

Katja Aglert draws on her long-standing
research into ecologies, light pollution,
and considerations that extend beyond
the human centered narrative—
embracing relationships with animals,
plants, and other elements. The word
"Penumbra” in the title, refers to the
twilight zone between light and shad-
ow—a space of transition, ambiguity, and
heightened sensory awareness.

Aglert’s stories, written especially for
this year’s festival, weave together
reflections that open new ways of sens-
ing and imagining the night. Participants
are invited to reflect on darkness as a
material experience that looks, sounds,
smells, tastes, and feels different
depending on who we ask.

Dark Lab is a creative laboratory
developed in collaboration with artist
Tue Greenfort, who also made Wanas’
collection artwork Milk Heat (2009).
Visitors can take part in hands-on cre-
ative activities inspired by Greenfort’s
artistic research into sustainable light,
materials, and agriculture — and a world
seen through the eyes of cows.

The workshop offers insight into the
ongoing process of developing a new
permanent light work for the sculpture
park, set to be unveiled in 2026 under
the working title LUNA. The work will be
created in Boneglass - a contemporary
take on 15th-century “milk glass,” made
from bone waste from local farms made
from bone waste from local farms and
which, when combined with a fluo-
rescent component, can absorb solar
energy and emit light at night.

On the dark ground floor of
Magasinet—the departure point for
Ann Hamilton’s installation lignum—the
séance AKAAL (Lo and behold the slug)
invites participants to partake in a
31-minute collective mantra session.
AKAAL is a mantra for mourning and

a meditation on akaal—the untimely,
the timeless, the infinite, according to
South Asian traditions.

In this work, Lea Porsager layers voice,
vibration, movement, and projected
animation to celebrate tentacular
life-forms. The mantra acts, according
to the artist, as a device “to connect
with our own tail-eater, the snaky
Ouroboros, forming a circle without
beginning or end.” The séance leans
into the pulse of cyclical time and the
uncharted territories of the cosmos. It
invites a descent into the body—to tune
into the subtle forces that both evade
and shape perception. The work asks
participants to remain with the planet’s
unease, holding close its darker folds.

Swedish zoologist and author Johan
Eklof introduces the research, inform-
ing his international bestseller The
Darkness Manifesto. A specialist

in bats and nocturnal ecosystems,
Eklof exposes how the global spread
of artificial light is both an aesthetic
loss and an ecological crisis, as it
disrupts the migration, reproduction
and survival of countless species, while
severing humanity’s ancient ties to the
rhythms and shades of night. Drawing
on science, philosophy and cultural
history, Eklof calls for a new ethics and
aesthetics of darkness, and for a rec-
ognition of night not as emptiness or
danger, but as a vital, living space that
is worth protecting.

Night Walk

Jana Winderen’s work /n and Out of
Range (2014/2025) is based on ultra-
sound and echolocation used by bats,
dolphins, and other creatures who
“see” and navigate via sound—beyond
the range of human hearing. These
otherworldly sounds are remixed and
combined with recordings of animals
inhabiting the Norwegian natural and
rural landscapes—deer, badgers, song-
birds, foxes, and others—that dwell close
to the artist’s own rural home.

In and Out of Range relies on the
premise that while sound is invisible, it
traverses and enters the human body in
ways that go beyond traditional hearing:
vibrations manifest in our stomachs
and chests, and pulsations mirror our
heartbeats. Reworked especially for this
festival, the live performance blends the
artist’s recent recordings of Norwegian
wildlife with years of hydrophone cap-
tures of ultrasound and echolocation
from the North Pole to the Equator.
